window.
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Installation

Insert your CD into your computers disk drive. Click “Start” “Run” “Browse” to find your disk drive.
Select “setup.exe” then press “Open”, then click “OK”

Follow on screen instructions. The install process will install “Recipe Book” then “Microsoft Office
Access Runtime 2007”

After installation is complete, you will see a new icon on your “Desktop” for the “Recipe Book” as well
as in the list of All Programs from the “Start” button.

Advanced users: We recommend saving your Recipe Book on a flash drive. If your computer drive “C”
should crash, you will still have your Recipe Book.

Insert a flash drive (we recommend 2gig or bigger) into your computer. Open “Windows Explorer”, click
on “My Computer” click on “Local Disk (C)” click on “Recipe Book”. You will see three files:
AccessRuntime.exe
RecipeBook.acedr
RecipeBook.pdf
Copy these three files to your flash drive.
Now you need to remove the original program from your drive C: Click “Start”, “Control Panel”, “Add or
Remove Programs”. Select “Recipe Book” click on “Remove” then “Yes”. Click the “X” in the upper left corner
of that window. Click the “X” in the upper left corner of the “Control Panel”.

Now the “Recipe Book” is only on your Flash Drive. At this point, it would be a good idea to create an
Icon on your desktop for your “Recipe Book”. Reopen “Windows Explorer”, “My Computer” then click the Flash
Drive where you copied the “Recipe Book” files. Right click “RecipeBook.accdr” pull down to “Send To” now
move to the right and down and click on “Desktop (create shortcut)”. You have just created a new shortcut on
your Desktop for your “Recipe Book”.

Since you have “Recipe Book” on a flash drive you can move your flash drive from one computer to
another. “Recipe Book” will not run on a computer that does not have “Access Runtime” installed on it. To
install “Access Runtime” on a different computer, put your flash drive in a different computer, open “Windows
Explorer” find your flash drive right click “AccessRuntime.exe” then click “Open”. Runtime access 2007 will be
installed on this computer. Now you can run “Recipe Book” on this computer.

Repair or Remove

If your Recipe Book becomes unusable or you want to remove it from your computer put your
installation CD back into your disk drive. Start the install program again, now it will ask you if you want to
Repair or Remove. Press the button you desire.
